Areas of Focus:

1) Traffic Control - Traffic counts, traffic flow, traffic control.  Also pay attention to traffic flow of people in the building.


2) Safety - How will safety be addressed for workers and public during the construction phase?  What about special needs for safety after the building is complete (i.e. handicap, tinted windows, etc.)


3) Technology and Electrical Needs - Computers, wiring, communications.


4) Site Evaluation and Risk Assessment - A phase one site evaluation should be conducted.  Also a risk assessment of at least one area of concern should be done.


5) Hydraulic/Hydrology - A detailed drainage study is to be done along with any other water concerns (i.e. wetlands).   Landscaping issues.


6) Cost Considerations - Cost studies should be conducted.  Choose one key areas of concern (maybe check with George Gemmel)


7) Structural - Building materials, size of building, any optimizing studies, size and types of rooms, which way should the building face, special considerations.


8) Geotechnical - Soil studies, are there any limestone deposits that should be considered.


9) Demographics - Placement of the building with respect to where the people are in township.


10) Time Line - A detailed timeline of when each component will be worked on and the particular component will be completed.
