· Dr. Kney reminded us of grant proposal work we need to do (for only one grant if we are applying for more than one)

Presented preliminary site layout

Comments made by Dr. Kney, Dr. Ruggles, Doug Mace, and Paul Burkardt:

· The lot 1.01 property lines are not an issue if crossed by something other than a building

· Should consider where parking is related to both playing fields and building; should be closer and have close spaces for older residents

· Should be shared among different activities on site

· Should not be too close to restrooms

· Consider the impact of the parking lot on visual of the houses across the street

· More residential-looking building so that it “fits” the neighborhood

· Try to keep rectangular athletic field off the baseball/softball infields

-difference in surfaces hard to maintain (differences in maintenance)

· Old building probably isn’t worth saving; so should just tear down and replace those rooms with new rooms in new building

· Concerns with spacing on site layout

· Check if wetland can be filled

-may be “small, isolated wetland” less than one acre

-contact DEP for exact regulations

-should make wetland assessment based on “best judgement”

· Parts of design are high maintenance
