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Professor Ruggles started the meeting with some comments:

· The transportation portion of the design will now include design of the bike path. There will be a design book in the shared file drawer in room 200.

· A hydrology and hydraulics sample report will be added to the shared file drawer in room 200.

· The Phase I ESA should be proceeding at a high rate in order to finish in time to write the grant proposal.

· Everyone should have deliverables to hand in that correspond to the timeline we have created.  These plans, calculations, etc. should be handed in at weekly Wednesday meetings.

· Andy (Tackle Eng.) is working on curve number calculations.

· Melissa (Group 3) is working on inputting areas, time of concentrations, and curve numbers into HEC-1 and TR-55 to obtain peak flows.

· After flows are obtained, they will be routed into the stream channel using HEC-RAS. This will allow the groups to have an existing flood plain. The impacts from development can then be modeled accordingly in the program.

· Ruggles said to check with Alpha Borough about FEMA Flood Maps.

· Ruggles suggested to not put any proposed detention basin in flood plain, due to topography issues.

· Crystalann Presented minor changes to floor plan
