Conference Call to Carol Lowy:

· We want to design a facility that benefits both youth and seniors for the maximum ability of funding.

· Two funding agencies are available for construction:

· Greenacres program – bond act, which is a combination of a grant and a loan.  Up to $500,000 available.  In order to qualify, we need to demonstrate a need for the money.

· Small cities – granted to non-urban areas and it is a competitive process.  It is completely a grant, and up to $400,000 is available.  This is for low income, moderate families.  Seniors qualify for this, but youth does not.
· Submissions of applications for the grants need to be in by September 1, 2002.
· Two municipalities may want to submit applications to maximize funding.
· A facility plan of who pays for the use and maintenance is needed with the application submissions of the grants.  This may be shared with neighboring communities.
