Here are just a few sample programs that have been used at Lafayette or other colleges that you might want to consider using in your buildings. You are not required to do these programs and are more than welcome to use them as a starting point to create your own unique building programs!

**Note: If you are sponsoring a contest, money/gift cards will NOT be reimbursed. Budget money can only be spent on food and supplies.

Food
· Snacks and “Must See TV”
