Objectives

· Become familiar with the story behind the video, Silent Spring
· Make connections to environmental issues of today.

Background

Silent Spring (55 minutes - Timeless) The story of a book that changed the way changed the way pesticides are used in the U.S., as well as changing how people view their relationship to the environment. Rachel Carson was a marine biologist and author whose book, Silent Spring, created a nationwide debate and helped spawn what is now known as the modern environmental movement.

Before the Flood (96 minutes - 2016) – An account of dramatic changes occurring around the world due to climate change, as well as the action we as individual and as a society can take to prevent catastrophic disruption of life on our plant.
Blind Spots (30 minutes – 2010)- A documentary that explores three little-known but ominous environmental threats to the Chesapeake Bay: a 185 million pound bed of toxic sludge piled behind the Conowingo Dam; pharmaceutical waste entering the bay and its tributaries; and unrestricted runoff entering the bay.
